 ________1.  Each attempt at striking a ball, whether or not the ball is hit, counts as a stroke.
________2.  A maximum of 14 clubs may be carried by a player during a round of golf.
________3.  Always tee your ball between the tee markers, but not more than 2 club lengths

         behind the markers.

________4.  A player only has 5 minutes to find a lost ball.
________5.  You can pull up or push down grass around the ball to improve your lie.
________6.  In a hazard, you may not touch the sand, ground or water with the club before or 

         during your backswing.
________7.  If a player accidentally plays the wrong ball, the original ball must then be played  –  with a

        one-stroke penalty.
________8.  If a ball is accidentally moved, a player must replace the ball to the original position

         and add a one-stroke penalty.
________9.   If your ball is out of bounds, you must add a penalty stroke to your score and play another 


         ball from where you played your last shot.
________10.  Water hazards are identified by white stakes or painted white lines.
________11.  If your ball is in a water hazard or lateral water hazard, you may play it as it lies.
________12.  Loose impediments are natural objects that are not growing or attached to the ground 
                          such as leaves, twigs, stones and insects and you are allowed to move them out of the way.
________13.  If another ball interferes with your swing or is in your line of putt, you may not ask the 


           owner of that ball to mark it.
________14.  If after hitting your ball, it hits you, your partner, your caddie or your equipment, you are not 


           penalized and can play the ball as it lies.
________15.  If you putt from on the putting green and your ball hits the flagstick when it 

           is in the hole, you must add two penalty strokes to your score for that hole.
